- production music (music that is specifically written for
inclusion in audio and TV productions). There is a 10%
discount on production music if you apply to use it
through the IPC scheme

- commercial music (all other music)
MCPS Secondary Exploitation (SE) Licence

Enables producers and distributors of UK-originating
television programmes to supply programmes containing
our members’ music, for all linear or on-demand usage
and in-flight entertainment. (Including content sold for
VOD and Mobile TV).

Production Music

By applying for an IPC Licence all production music will
be offered with an introductory discount of 10% off the
published rate card price.

Secondary Exploitation Licence Rates

You pay a percentage of the gross sales price of the
productions that you sell.

This percentage is calculated by comparing the actual
amount of music in a programme relative to the duration
of the programme. We then apply this percentage to a
royalty rate of 8.5% for any sales outside of North
America or 17% for sales to North America.

Example
30mins (MCPS music) / 60mins (total running time) x 100 x 8.5% = 4.25%
1800 secs / 3600 secs x 100 x 8.5%% = 4.25%

Except:

#sales to USA/Canada, where the base rate will be 17% rather than 8.5%

Licensees are required to pay an upfront advance when
signing up to this agreement.
